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As we move into fall, I have been reading a lot about a new psychological phenomenon known as 
pandemic fatigue.  Pandemic fatigue references the impatience and exhaustion that people are 
experiencing as this pandemic moves into the fall.  People banded together in the spring due to the 
new pandemic and felt that we were all in this together to fight against this new virus.  Months of 
quarantining, changing routines, staying away from our family and friends, and missing out on important 
life changing events have really taken their toll on all of us.  
 
We realize that this includes our families and students at Medina High School and we are working hard 
to take this into consideration with every decision we make for students.  This month we are sharing 
with you the new hybrid schedule that we will be moving to beginning December 1st.  We developed 
this model based upon your feedback, student feedback, and feedback from our staff.  We know it is 
another change in the lives of our students and families, but we feel it is a necessary one. 
 
The schedule change will begin on November 30th as we will not have an online learning day for any 
students that day; November 30 will be a day off for students.  Students will continue to come per the 
calendar below following their Green and Gold A-K and L-Z division beginning December 1.

We are also adjusting start times for students beginning December 1 and school will begin at 7:30am. 
We have found that we do not need the additional time in the morning for arrival and so we are going to 
add minutes to instruction.  ​Click Here for the Green Gold Bell Schedule 
 
Please note that although we have made a calendar for the remainder of the year and are providing 
you a full 2020-2021 calendar, we continue to work on a plan to bring all students back 5 days per 
week.  We continue to balance the safety of our students and the three barriers I discussed at the 
Board meeting (study halls, lunch, and classroom size limits).    We are meeting with our safety 
committee to discuss how to balance the restrictions in place and how to manage them in our large 
high school setting.  
 
As always, we appreciate your patience and understanding as we move forward into the fall with the 
hope of a spring free from restrictions.

As a Medina High School student, taking a college course from a public college or university 
is free.  That means no cost for tuition, books or fees.  If students choose to attend a private college or 
university, students may have limited costs. 
 
Medina City Schools currently has agreements with The University of Akron, Kent State University, 
Cuyahoga Community College and Lorain Community College for specific courses; however, students 
can choose to take College Credit Plus courses from any college that offers a course that would benefit 
his or her future.

Online Learning Tips for Parents and Students  
Parents and students have entered a new world of learning during this pandemic as we continued 
instruction virtually to start the 2020-2021 school year. During this time, students are utilizing computers 
to connect with their teachers and classmates and learning from their homes and other locations 
outside of the school building. In light of this, we wanted to share some important information with 
parents and students on how to ensure digital safety in this new environment.  
 
Board Policy 5136, Personal Communication Devices, indicates that “Students are expressly prohibited 
from using covert means to listen-in or make a recording (audio or video) of any meeting or activity at 
school”. During this time of online learning, students should seek permission from their teacher if they 
are planning to record a meeting. To protect student privacy, parents should also not take pictures or 
record meetings at any time. Parents should not post pictures of their child(ren)’s google meets or 
google classrooms to social media as this is also a violation of student privacy. This policy has been in 
place and is not different than students recording live classes without prior permission from the 
student’s teacher.  We appreciate our partnership with parents and students during this pandemic and 
realize that as we all adjust to the new learning model, we will continue to work together to provide the 
best learning environment for our students. 
 
Athletics and Performing Arts Tickets 
Athletic events have begun in the District as OHSAA and The Ohio Department of Health and Ohio 
Governor’s office have approved them to move forward.  Unfortunately at this time, due to the 
restrictions because of COVID-19 and the orders in place, we are not able to have any students at the 
games, staff passes, or senior passes.  The only participants allowed at the games will be those that 
have tickets that were provided to by the players and/or coaches.  The good news is families can watch 
many events from home with a subscription to the NFHS Network.  Click ​here​ for more information and 
what events can be watched.  A monthly pass is $10.99 and a yearly pass is $69.99.  A portion of every 
subscription will be shared with the Athletic Department as well. At this time all events in the Performing 
Arts Center have been postponed for safety reasons.  

Planning a Move? 
If you currently reside in the Medina City School District and have recently moved, or plan to move to a 
new address within the District, you will need to provide proof of residency to the Medina City School 
District Registration Office.  One of the following documents will be accepted as proof of residency: 
current utility bill, mortgage contract, purchase contract, lease agreement, insurance statement on the 
dwelling, or a letter from your builder indicating a possession date within 90 days of enrollment in the 
district.  If you are moving out of the district during the school year, please notify the guidance 
secretaries so that the withdrawal process can begin.   Please be certain to promptly register in your 
new school district and complete a records request so that we may release educational records to the 
new school.
